Attached it a soils data file for the atlas. I did not include pH because it was not in the data set I created for the NC-94 committee. I will provide it later if there is enough interest from the other committee members. The format of the file is tab delimited text. The columns have the following heading corresponding to the data description to the right of the heading. 

Stf - State fips number
Cof - County fips number
Drain - Drainage classification (see below for drain number and drainage classification).
WtDep (cm) - Depth to water table (I added this plus the next two because they have crop growth implication)
BRDep (cm) - Depth to bed rock
RootDep (cm) - Rooting depth of soil
PAV (cm) - Plant available water in top 2 meters of soil.
OM (kg m-2) - Organic matter mass in top 2 meters of soil. (Can be converted to kg ha-1)
